Core Curriculum: Approved
for Core - Foreign Language. Note(s): Students desiring to enroll in
German should do so during the freshman and sophomore years; it is
impossible to complete Core Curriculum requirements (Bachelor of
Arts degree) if the student starts in the senior year. Grade Mode: A.

Prerequisite(s): GRMN 100 or demonstration of proficiency through
department assessment.

Restriction(s): Must be Undergraduate Level.
